commentary

1 This Proforma Schedule has been designed for a Spring Show.  For a Winter Show – it may be desirable to change some of the classes (eg. adding Paphiopedilum classes and reducing Australian Native classes).  For a Summer Show – it may be desirable to change some of the classes (eg. adding Sarcochilus classes, Miniature Cymbidium classes and reducing Large Cymbidium classes)

2 For Intermediate classes – consider choosing the White & Green options

3 For Novice classes – you should consider combining some of the White & potentially the Green options

4 If you combine options – make sure you retain an ‘Any Other’ class so there are no gaps in the Schedule
5 In relation to the Oncidiinae Alliance classes – you may wish to follow the full OSCOV Schedule and split this up into Brassia Type, Gomesa Type, Exhibition Type and retain Any Other Type

6 If you have a number of growers in your Society who specialise in a particular genus or particular genera – consider expanding the classes for that genus or genera
7 Consider adding more Champion classes.  Champions would normally be added based on what types of orchid your Society expects your members to exhibit in reasonable quantities
8 Consider carefully the appropriate criteria for the Pre-eminent Orchid of the Show.  This accolade is often given to the orchid that the Panel considers is the most outstanding, or aesthetically attractive, from the perspective of the general public.  This being the case – it is generally not the Champion Orchid of the Show (and sometimes the Champions are excluded from consideration as Pre-eminent Orchid of the Show), but a plant that as a spectacle, is exceptional

9 If your Society allocates the OSCOV Medal to this Show – consider which of the Champions (or other winner) should receive this prize.  Societies sometimes give the  OSCOV Medal to the Champion Cymbidium, Champion Seedling or Pre-eminent Orchid of the Show, but the choice is completely up to your Society
