2 WHEN YOU MUST 
LODGE YOUR 
APPLICATION 
AND PAY 

Your completed application (with photos) must be received by the Awards 
Secretary no later than 6 weeks after the award is granted. 

An incomplete or late application might not be accepted. 

A fee of $15 is payable for processing your award.  This fee will be invoiced 
separately by OSCOV. 

3 REQUIREMENTS 
FOR PHOTOS 

Your photos should be in jpg form. 

You should considering providing 3 pictures – being of the whole plant, an 
inflorescence and a single flower. 

Each photo: 

 should be a minimum of 1.5MB size 

 must fairly and truly represent the orchid awarded 

 should have a dark or neutral backdrop 

 must not include text or a date stamp 

 must not be electronically modified in any manner (other than 
cropping, which is permitted) 

For an Award of Quality – photos of the awarded orchid together with a 
photo showing the group of 5 sibling orchids is required. 

Every reasonable attempt will be made to return digital media (eg. a USB 
stick, CD or DVD) to you. 

4 VICTORIAN 
ORCHIDS OF THE 
YEAR 

Your orchid will be entered into the appropriate category/ies in the OSCOV 
Victorian Orchids of the Year. 

The OSCOV Registrar will decide which category/ies are appropriate. 

5 SEEDLINGS If your seedling has a grex name that has not been registered by the Royal 
Horticultural Society in London (RHS) – the grex must be registered before 
the award can formally be granted and processed.
